Be Persistent

Today I would like to talk to you about the blessings of God in our lives.  We are advancing the Kingdom of God and I want us to see some things:  We find in the following passage that God is teaching us about persistence; a person of persistence is not moved by circumstance and not moved by distractions.  We must keep our focus and not allow the enemy to come in and divert us from what God has given to us.  With this advancement of the Kingdom, it's imperative to keep your focus as well as stay persistent. Remember, where talent, abilities and giftings fail, persistence will assure you the victory.  Because if you don’t quit YOU CAN’T LOSE.
Luke 11: 5 And He said to them, "Which of you shall have a friend, and go to him at midnight and say to him, ‘Friend, lend me three loaves; 6 for a friend of mine has come to me on his journey, and I have nothing to set before him'; 7 and he will answer from within and say, ‘Do not trouble me; the door is now shut, and my children are with me in bed; I cannot rise and give to you'? 8 I say to you, though he will not rise and give to him because he is his friend, yet because of his persistence he will rise and give him as many as he needs. 9 "So I say to you, ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to you. 10 For everyone who asks receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks it will be opened. 

The friend stayed persistent; he heard the excuses but he did not allow the excuses to deter him from what was necessary - if you ask it shall be answered; if you knock it shall be opened; if you seek you will find.  Keep doing it - PERSISTENCE - don't allow excuses, conflicts to break your focus and stop you from moving forward.  Also, in Luke 5 there is the story of the fishermen out fishing all night and catching nothing.  Jesus said, let me use your boat to speak. You know the story how he preached from the boat... then he said to them launch out and cast your nets.  They told him that they had fished all night... but he said to them to be persistent in what I tell you, go back out and do it one more time.  When they did it one more time, they received a catch they could not contain.  The man in Luke 11 received from his friend what he didn't want to give him because he was a man of persistence; excuses are not the answer!  Persistence is the key that will bring you the victory.  You must learn to master the power of persistence!  If you would develop a lifestyle of persistence, you will develop a lifestyle of victory!
